Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Tribal Youth and Com-4

munity Protection Act of 2016’’. 5

SEC. 2. FINDINGS. 6

Congress finds that— 7

(1) children in Indian country should be pro-8

tected from violence; 9
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(2) tribal communities should be able to protect 1

themselves from offenders bringing illegal drugs onto 2

Indian reservations; 3

(3) violence against children and crime associ-4

ated with illegal drugs increase the number of in-5

stances of trauma in tribal communities, which— 6

(A) affects health outcomes; 7

(B) reduces educational attainment; 8

(C) hinders economic growth; and 9

(D) undermines public safety; 10

(4) Congress established the Indian Law and 11

Order Commission to advise the Federal Govern-12

ment on how to improve criminal justice in Indian 13

country; 14

(5) the Indian Law and Order Commission 15

issued a report entitled ‘‘A Roadmap for Making 16

Native America Safer’’— 17

(A) which recommends the restoration of 18

the inherent authority of tribal courts; and 19

(B) on which the Committee on Indian Af-20

fairs of the Senate, on February 12, 2014, held 21

an oversight hearing and received testimony; 22

and 23

(6) recognition of the inherent authority of In-24

dian tribes to protect Native children from violence, 25
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and tribal communities from illegal drugs, will re-1

duce instances of trauma experienced by Indians. 2

(1) by striking ‘‘appropriate,,’’ each place it ap-8

pears and inserting ‘‘appropriate,’’; 9

(2) in subsection (c)(1)(A)(iv), by striking ‘‘In-10

dians as provided under section 4228, and’’ and in-11

serting ‘‘Indians; and’’; 12

(3) in subsection (d)(2), by striking ‘‘2011 13

through 2015’’ and inserting ‘‘2016 through 2020’’; 14

and 15

(4) in subsection (f)(3), by striking ‘‘2011 16

through 2015’’ and inserting ‘‘2016 through 2020’’. 17

demeanor violations of the criminal law of the 11

‘‘(3) CHILD VIOLENCE.—The term ‘child vio-19

lence’ includes felony or misdemeanor violations of 20

the criminal law of the Indian tribe that has juris-21

diction over the Indian country where the violations 22

occur that are committed against a child by a care-23

giver or a person that would be subject to special 24

tribal criminal jurisdiction if the crime was com-25

ian of the child under the child protection, domestic, 2

or family violence law of the Indian tribe.’’; 3

(G) by inserting before paragraph (7) (as 4

so redesignated) the following: 5

includes drug-related felony or misdemeanor viola-7

tions of the criminal law of the Indian tribe that has 8

SEC. 5. REPORT. 9

Not later than 4 years after the date of enactment 10

of this Act, the Assistant Secretary for Indian Affairs 11

shall submit to the Committee on Indian Affairs of the 12

Senate and the Committee on Natural Resources of the 13

House of Representatives a report describing the degree 14

of effectiveness of Federal programs that are intended to 15

build the capacity of criminal justice systems of Indian 16

tribes to investigate and prosecute offenses relating to ille-17

gal drugs. 18
